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Ling Þeld’s coronavirus volunteers: giving time, 
showing dedication, and loving the community

It’s Monday, 30th March, and I receive a phone call from a lady at Tandridge 
Voluntary Action (TVA), a charity supported by Surrey County Council (SCC) 
and Tandridge District Council (TDC).  

It knows of volunteers in LingÞeld and Dormansland who are helping vulnerable 
people in isolation due to the Covid-19 pandemic and need someone to act as 
coordinator and point of contact with TVA and TDC.  

My name had been suggested because I run the Comnet email network for 
Neighbourhood Watch to publicise community events.  

So, I’m in isolation due to age, with time on my hands, and the ready-made 
network, so I thought, ‘why not?’ I have already started a temporary magazine 
named ‘Caged!’ to try to alleviate the boredom of isolation, if only for a few 
minutes each week. 

TVA provides the list of volunteers. I contact them, guidelines and forms of 
identity are drafted, agreed with TVA, and then distributed. It quickly became 
apparent that money will also be needed to provide a safety net for the 
volunteers, who can’t be expected to bear the cost of shopping on behalf of 
housebound folk, who run short of cash and don’t use online banking.  

The authorities promise help but this is an unprecedented situation and the 
private sector can respond faster. I use Comnet and Caged! to launch an 
appeal and also contact Rotary Meridian, East Grinstead, who agree to provide 
a grant.  

Private donations also start to ßow. A neighbour agrees to act as external 
Examiner for the new Covid-19 Fund, for which we agree guidelines. Pro-forma 
claim forms are sent out to the volunteers and the hand-made identity forms are 
replaced by formal, numbered badges issued by TDC. 

I discovered that groups of volunteers have been formed spontaneously, nine of 
my neighbours, for example, have banded together, produced a ßyer and 
posted it through the letterbox of the 93 houses and retirement ßats on our 
LingÞeld estate. They identify the households where help is needed, and assign 
a named volunteer to each one. 

Another group has made contact with LingÞeld Surgery and Boots offering to 
assist with the collection and delivery of prescriptions. Initially, the queues 
outside Boots were horrendous; the pharmacy was short-staffed due to the 
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pandemic, and patients wanted to stock up in case of shortage of supplies.  

Some volunteers queued for up to three hours but a good working relationship 
soon evolved, the queues shortened and waiting times decreased.  

LingÞeld Runners offered their services to collect medications which go into a 
backpack and off they speed. A young lady behind the counter pops a red paper 
heart into prescription bags to cheer people up. 

LingÞeld Parish Council provided emergency funding and applied to TDC for a 
grant which is approved when funds are released by SCC. The LingÞeld Parish 
Clerk sends a letter to 100-plus households in LingÞeld providing contact details 
should they need help. 

TDC identiÞed 114 properties where there might be vulnerable people and 
LingÞeld volunteers were (and still are) tasked with contacting each one by 
phone or house calls. Fourteen volunteers collect masks and gloves from my 
porch, before making house calls.  

As I write, the restrictions on our freedom are easing, albeit slowly. We can form 
bubbles with loved ones; supermarkets are providing more delivery slots; many 
people have signed up with online pharmacies; and even toilet rolls are 
available.  

Caged! magazine has run its course after 12 editions (now all available on the 
Community News website and destined to be included in the Hayward History 
archives in LingÞeld Library).  

The LingÞeld Marathon Minibus, which normally takes the elderly and disabled 
to Oxted and Crawley to shop, is preparing to resume service when it is 
deemed safe to do so, thanks to a donation from the Covid-19 Fund for 
essential PPE for drivers and any passengers who don’t have their own. 

However, this is not the end of the story. The shoppers are still shopping; 
prescriptions are still being delivered; bedlinen converted into masks; and 
volunteers are on standby for emergencies and in case of a second wave of the 
wretched virus.  

How many volunteers? Well, who knows? Some have given their services every 
day, others have been called upon only occasionally. Some have Þtted shopping 
in between the demands of young families, some in the evenings, and some 
after work.  

They certainly number more than 100 in the two villages, and they all have one 
thing in common: utter selßessness. Without a doubt, the communities owe 
them a massive debt of gratitude. We thank them all. Stay safe everybody.  
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Ling Þeld Community Library gearing up for a 
September reopening 

We hope to open at the beginning of September after risk assessments by 
Surrey County Council. In the meantime, our nearest open library is Oxted. We 
will advertise the opening date on our website (www.ling Þeldlibrary.org.uk ), 
the Community Facebook pages, and Nextdoor. 

As we anticipate that as 
a large number of books 
will be returned initially – 
all of which have to be 
quarantined for 72 hours 
– we may open the Drop 
Box for returns earlier. 
The Drop Box is 
currently closed and 
we’ll also advertise 
about the date for 
reopening.  

Things will not be quite 
the same to start with: 
there will be no access 
to printing, no 
newspapers, and no seating areas. We’ll limit the number of people allowed in 
at any one time and hand sanitiser and social distance markers will be in 
position. You probably know already that all loans, including rental items (for 
example, DVDs) have been extended until at least the 4th September 2020. 

As some of our volunteers will still be shielding, we may also have to open 
reduced hours (subject to approval), and these will be given in our re-opening 
announcement. 

Surrey Libraries has also introduced a new ‘Ready Reads’ service, where you 
can tell them what you like to read and their team will handpick books for you, 
ready to collect from your nearest open library. You have to be a Surrey 
Libraries member and can access the service on line. 

Children’s activities have been provided digitally, and we do hope that the little 
ones have been watching. Not only the regulars like Rhymetime and Storytime, 
but Lego Club and Craft and others. 
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Pebble Rhymetime 
Rhymetime sessions for all children to enjoy! We hope everyone gets involved 
and sings along! Every Monday and Friday from 10.30am. 

Crafts for children  
Looking for ideas to keep children entertained? Lots of craft activities that are 
quick, easy and no mess! Every Tuesday at 10.30am 

Storytime 
Who is ready for a story? Get comfy and relax while listening to staff read their 
favourite picture book. Every Wednesday at 10.30am. 

Summer Reading Challenge: Join the Silly Squad! 
Sadly, we’re not involved with this ourselves but it is still going ahead, and 
children can join by going to the website, 
www.summerreadingchallenge.org.uk .  

What a great way to Þll some of those long summer days.

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Editorial  
Hello again friends, and welcome to this, our Autumn 2020 edition of 
Community News, bringing you the local news and information you need.  

Well, where do we start, and what a few months it’s been for all of us. 
Lockdowns, social distancing, face masks, shops closing, homeworking, and so 
much more.  

This is also our return to the world of print, having decided not to print the last 
issue and publish it online only. We decided to follow social distancing rules, 
and not place our deliverers in danger. We also set up a page on the CN 
website sharing which local businesses were operating during lockdown.  

We really have to mention our local advertisers and businesses, and the 
support they’ve given us over the lockdown, sticking by us when we went wholly 
online for the last issue. We really couldn’t keep going without the support of our 
local advertisers, and their support over the years, so a big ‘thank you’ to you all. 
We’ve included some of their stories in this issue, so please enjoy the read.  

So, this could be called our ‘Comeback Issue’, and we think it’s a good one. As 
we come out of lockdown, and things return to at least a form of normality, 
we’ve decided to talk about our positive experiences.  

You’ll read comments and contributions from local residents and businesses, 
giving their unique perspectives on how things have changed, and how a truly 
terrible event has been made into something positive.  

There are so many people who need to be thanked for the work (paid and 
unpaid) they’ve carried out during the lockdown. For example, the Dormansland 
Diamonds Sewing Group has been providing ‘designer’ face masks for the 
volunteers who help sort and deliver the hard copies of Community News, as 
well as making other sizable contributions to the community (you can read about 
that later). Disposable gloves were provided by local resident Geoff Ledden. 

In fact, Geoff has gone above and beyond the call of duty by producing a 
wonderful local publication called ‘Caged!’, providing more than a little relief 
during a very difÞcult time, something he talks about in greater detail inside.  

There are also untold people in and around the village who’ve helped 
neighbours get food and medicines, been there for a chat, help with a minor 
repair, or simply kept an eye out for each other. We all deserve a collective pat 
on the back.  

So what was the village like during the dark days of the early lockdown? It was 
certainly one of the strangest experiences of my life walking around Jenners 
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Field in early April, maintaining at least 100 meters of social distancing and 
having half-shouted conversations with whatever other human beings happened 
to be in the vicinity.  

I also had a couple of two-hour waits outside Boots to get my wife’s and mother-
in-law’s medication. Happy to do it, and once inside the service was very quick 
and polite, so a tip of the hat to Boots.  

From a personal perspective, food shortages were never really a problem, aside 
from toilet rolls in the early days, and we have to say a massive ‘thank you’ to 
the staff of Co-op, Tesco and McColl’s for their diligence and hard work.  

We also need to give a big shout out to our local pubs and restaurants, almost 
all of whom have adapted to the crisis by offering takeaway food. Not quite the 
same as a nice meal out, but still a close second, and if it keeps them in 
business until we return to some form of normality, all the better.  

It’s nice to see the shops in the village opening again (albeit slowly), and I can 
at least get a good haircut for myself, and did so last week. Without a doubt, 
there is certainly more of a ‘buzz’ around the village now, something that we can 
build upon as the lockdown continues to ease by shopping local when we can. 

Prime Minister Boris Johnson has already announced a gradual easing of 
coronavirus restrictions (use of public transport, return to ofÞces, etc) over the next 
few weeks, leading to a "signiÞcant return to normality" by Christmas. Any plans 
remain "remains conditional" on continued progress in controlling the virus and 
preventing a second wave of infections. Fingers crossed that the worst is over.  

As part of this extended editorial comment, we’d also like to share the 
experiences of some of the Community News team, all of whom are long-
standing local residents. Here’s Michael  and his wife Gill Pocock :  

The period of lockdown has brought many beneÞts, besides Þghting the spread 
of this terrible pandemic. 

First of all, a sudden realisation that we would be spending more time at home – a 
blessing for many who decided to take part in spring cleaning, turning out their 
surplus books, clothes etc., (only to suddenly realise there was nowhere to take it!). 

Anyone lucky enough to have a garden has toiled in the knowledge that food 
which did not have to be queued for would be a bonus to both them, their 
neighbours, family, and friends. Parents had the daunting prospect that children 
were to be schooled at home, whilst juggling working from home in many cases. 

We have realised the importance of looking out for each other and spending 
time on what really matters. Luxury items were not important, but ‘staying safe’ 
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and well was. It was also the knowledge that someone would help you get that 
loaf of bread, prescription, or just chat if you were unable to venture out, 
because of self-isolation or shielding. 

The show of solidarity to the NHS, key workers and all who tried their utmost to 
make life a little better for mankind, has been phenomenal. We shall never 
forget the sacriÞce made by many during this time. The love of family and 
friends, even if it had to be from a distance, has been aided by technology. 
Virtual hugs and phone calls were the order of the day.  

As we start to come out of lockdown, let us still be mindful of the suffering of 
those who caught the virus and the lives that have been lost, and the worry of 
lost employment or debt. We can and will Þght this, if we remain the caring 
community that we have proved we can be. 

And here’s our very own Grace Porter , and her lasting memories of lockdown: 

Smiles! It might be that we’ve had more time and not been in such a rush, but 
everyone has smiled more and had a cheery word for each other! There’s always 
been a strong community spirit but the response for volunteers has been fantastic 
and also the support that individuals have provided for neighbours – whether it 
was a friendly word over the garden fence, a phone call to check they were alright, 
adding their shopping to their online order (if they were so lucky to get a delivery 
slot!), providing pillow cases and thread for volunteers making masks.  

Our local shops have been great, extending their stock to provide items we 
would normally buy elsewhere and the staff have maintained a friendly service 
under very stressful conditions.  

We must not forget all the other members of the community who continued to 
work during the lockdown, all the NHS staff, care workers, key workers and 
those who could not work at home. Life must have been very difÞcult for them 
and should be acknowledged. 

I hope that everyone will remember our local shops and businesses in the future 
– they were there when we needed them and now they need our support.  

Paula and Simon  of Cox and Co were expecting a quieter work life: 

Our work is digital and we had no idea if we’d lose clients (whose businesses 
aren’t digital). So we planned to spend lots of time in the garden and Þnally get 
round to Þxing stuff in the house. It's true to say that Paula was more excited 
about that than Simon! 

But our clients amazed us with their 'never give up' attitude. Many pivoted their 
businesses to offer new products and services, or took the time for a refresh. 
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They needed our support. So our garden is the worst it’s looked for years, and 
all those house jobs remain untouched. 

A daily walk before work boosts us for the day and connects us with nature's 
beauty on our local patch. And we spend precious time off with loved ones of all 
ages daily over Zoom. Everything from celebrations to cook-alongs, quizzes to 
woodwork. We share worries and laughs at the virtual kitchen table in the same 
way we do when we're all together. 

Here are the thoughts of one of our local residents, Pamela Cunniffe  from the 
East Surrey Walkers:  

I hope you’re all well and have found interesting ways to spend the past 100-
plus days since the start of lockdown. It’s been a weird experience, hasn’t it, 
with some people Þnding it strangely peaceful with a lack of stress, while others 
have been struggling with home-schooling, lack of money and food, or 
loneliness. 

My way of getting through it has been by concentrating on my allotment, 
growing everything from seed for the Þrst time, and looking after the garden (all 
neat and tidy for the Þrst time) as well as keeping in touch with friends and 
neighbours, Þrst by Zoom and later by socially distant meetups. 

The wonderful friends we have made in East Surrey Walkers have been very 
supportive of each other and we realise just how important it is to have a good 
network of friends to help in difÞcult times.  

As an organisation, we have been unable to meet up for our regular walks, but 
we are hopeful that with lockdown easing we will soon be able to enjoy walking 
and talking with each other again. Many thanks and keep safe.  

Why not give something back to your community and join the gang. Fancy 
yourself as a bit of a writer? Want to come and join the team and help put 
together this wonderful little publication? Anything about developments within 
the local area make you angry or happy? Please put pen to paper and tell us 
about it, as we’re always happy to receive contributions of any sort. 

We’d also like to ask if anybody out there would like to help us with Community 
News’s distribution and delivery? We could certainly use some more deliverers, 
so if you could spare a few hours every 12 weeks or so, please get in touch. 

That just leaves us to say once again a Great Big Thank You  to you, our 
readers, advertisers, contributors, deliverers, friends, and associates. Enjoy the 
rest of the summer, stay safe, look after each other, and we’ll see you guys 
again in October.

Dormansland Parish Council would like to provide the following update to the 
community on the steps and actions it has taken to support the community as a 
whole, as well as those residents in difÞculty during this extremely challenging 
period caused by the Covid-19 pandemic. 

We would Þrstly like to thank the many people as well as groups such as 
Dormansland Diamonds in our community for the hard work, effort and 
dedication they have shown during this pandemic in supporting and helping 
those around them who have found themselves in difÞculty and requiring aid.  

During March and April the Clerk printed approximately 2,000 leaßets free of 
charge which were delivered to the Community Care Group for their distribution. 

One of the Parish Councillors has been helping the Community Group with 
visiting vulnerable residents and continues to make daily visits to one resident in 
particular.  

At the beginning of April the Parish Council provided a grant of £500 to St 
John’s Church which was for the sole use of the Community Care Group. As per 
parish rules and regulations a Þnancial grant can’t be given directly to an 
individual or a non-registered organisation. Thus the Parish Council found a 
way of providing the funding to the group, via the Church. 

At the beginning of May the Parish Council applied to Tandridge District Council 
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for a grant of £1,000 for the support of community groups. This grant was awarded 
and the £1,000 was also given to the Community Care Group via the Church as 
explained above. To date a total of £1,500 has been provided to the group.  

Recently two further grant applications were received from the Dormansland 
Diamonds. The Þrst of these was for £1,000 to purchase food for those 
residents Þnding themselves in hardship. As explained above, the Parish 
Council is unable to provide a direct Þnancial grant so agreed to purchase food 
for the food bank set up in the village.  

This was to the value of £500 with a further £500 should demand outstrip 
donations from residents. The Parish Council also offered to help in 
encouraging residents to make donations of food to the Food Bank by 
producing and delivering leaßets.  

The second grant was for £1,000 to be used towards, if needed, the breakdown 
of washing machines, boilers, water leaks, etc. The Parish Council did not 
agree to this again because of Þnancial regulations and also that it was not 
considered appropriate use of public money.  

The Parish Council has taken advice from Tandridge District Council, the Surrey 
and Sussex Association of Local Clerks and auditors to ensure that we are able 
to support our community, without breaking any rules.  

TrafÞc Calming Project  
Work on the trafÞc calming speed table at the Memorial Hall crossroads has 
been delayed due to the Covid-19 pandemic and subsequent gas works to be 
carried out in July. Therefore, work is now expected to start in the next few 
months.  

Planning 
Due to the coronavirus pandemic and the subsequent lockdown, the requested 
alterations to plans of the Dormansland Memorial Hall and subsequent 
submission to Tandridge for approval have been delayed.  

The Chairman of the Trustees is arranging a meeting with the developer and the 
architect to review the current situation. If all goes well, the Trustees will soon 
be in a position where a full planning application can be made to TDC.  

Planning permission has been granted for a car park and nine affordable homes 
behind Dormans Station. Work on the site has been delayed due to the current 
coronavirus situation. For further information on this application please visit 
www.tandridge.gov.uk, application TA/2017/212.

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The Guest House makes the best of the 
lockdown, and readies for a full reopening 
Each year towards the end of winter, the Directors of the Guest House Trust 
arrange for an inspection of the fabric of the building and, if necessary, arrange 
for repairs to be carried out. This year there were a few issues but nothing major.  

Despite a very wet winter the building has held up well. Due to the Covid-19 
pandemic the work was put on hold until the builders and suppliers were back in 
business so, during June we were able to complete everything. 

The main thing everyone will notice as they pass by or come into the library, 
which hopefully will be open by the time you read this, is the new handrail and 
balustrade. The old one was decidedly rickety and dangerous. The new one of 
green oak will weather down over the next couple of years similar to the silver 
grey of the main timbers of the building. 

We also had to seal the gaps between the timbers and the pebbledash panels 
on the back walls to prevent water getting behind the panels and replace 
sections of lime mortar on the front walls where the existing mortar was 
crumbling away. One of the small buttresses needed a replacement block of 
sandstone and luckily we had one which was cut to size and shape. 

With lockdown the garden could have become a wilderness. However, we have 
the real beneÞt of new tenants in the maisonette and Paul has been absolutely 
marvellous, keeping all the existing plants going and planting up new shrubs 
and perennials so the main borders at the back of the property are developing 
brilliantly.  

During July the front garden will have been created into a rose border to 
complement the ramblers along the fence, and over the front arch. We have 
also started to develop a wildßower patch at the rear. 

At the time of writing, late June, we have to re-lay the patio area and then 
create a rockery above it. I hope by the time you read this, these jobs have also 
moved on. The garden is available for you to enjoy when the library is open. 

In late September and early October we would appreciate some help cutting 
down the perennials and generally tidying up the garden for the winter. Please 
contact me on 01342 834 648 or rjr28@btinternet.com  if you can spare us a 
couple of hours or so. We will supply refreshments during the day. 

The inside of the building was Þne – no work needed this time. We have moved 
some furniture out of the children’s room to make more space for extra 
bookcases which are needed to take the new books bought by the CPL with 
money from Tesco’s Community Fund.

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Down on the Allotment: Lockdown has re-
energised the need to be inventive 
It’s certainly been an interesting year for vegetable 
growing. We took the conscious decision to grow 
mainly at home this year as the allotments often fall 
prey to theft, plus we are trying to limit contact with 
others as much as possible…we even stayed away 
from Bournemouth beach! 

A section of lawn was dug up, three temporary 
polytunnels were erected, and any spare large pot 
was used up. Our garden is very heavy clay and, with 
garden centres closed, there was no prospect of buying in bags of compost. 
Fortunately, we found a source of mushroom compost and eight tonnes later we 
had a vegetable garden. 

Crops are growing well: currently we are cropping lettuces, spring onions, 
cabbages, French beans, runner beans, peas, leeks and beetroot. Potatoes 
have not done so well, perhaps spoiled by the mushroom compost they have 

formed huge green plants with maybe one or two 
marble sized potatoes at the end.  

In the polytunnels, tomatoes, cucumbers and melons 
bask in the heat and humidity – with some cucumbers 
picked and the Þrst tomatoes progressing from green 
to amber even as I write. 

One of the biggest challenges to growing this year is 
not having enough space. I tried planting things closer together (they call it 
‘square foot gardening’), but I think the soil is so rich that the plants have 
become so huge that it has become impossible to see what is leek, what is 
cabbage, and what is sweet corn. Then there is the issue of not being able to go 
out and buy whatever materials I need. 

A lack of canes for my beans was met by chopping down a thicket of Ash 
saplings that had needed dealing with for years. A shortage of small pots was 
dealt with by Þnally using the paper pot maker bought for me a few Christmases 
ago. The need to be inventive again, to follow the true allotment spirit rather 
than head off to the garden centre with a list, has actually 
added to the enjoyment. 

Our two dogs have enjoyed the lockdown experience with us 
being at home all of the time, plus they have a new foraging 
area in the garden. With the birds once again having eaten 
all the cherries with some dropped for the dogs, our two 
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mutts are now turning their attention to the ripening tomatoes, which are 
seemingly sniffed regularly, with the tell-tale smell of tomato plants evident on 
their heads. Their efforts will soon be thwarted however when I add baby gates 
to either end of the polytunnel! 

After the hot weather, the crops really bulked up and soon we will be forcing our 
surplus of runner beans, courgettes and tomatoes (dogs permitting) onto 
neighbours. With so many more people growing this year and a real community 
spirit resurgence, we might have to stagger out trips to exchange produce. I 
was able to pass on all my surplus tomato and cucumber plants to grateful 
recipients via local Facebook groups and see many other people doing the 
same.  

The community spirit, the digging up of the lawn for vegetables and the make-
do-and-mend strategies might be reminiscent of the war years. Perhaps it's time 
for Boris to exclaim at the crowded scenes a few weeks back “We shall Þght 
them on the beaches”! 

Stay safe, stay alert and – if you see me approaching with 
bags of runner beans – stay down!

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Ling Þeld Primary School: online 
or in person, the learning 
continues  

Life at LingÞeld Primary School since March has been 
different to anything we have seen before. Since 
lockdown, LingÞeld has been open to the children of key 
workers and vulnerable children.  

We kept going over the Easter holidays and throughout half-term when the 
majority of the planning took place in preparation for our extended reopening. 

We now have around a half to two thirds of our children back from Early Years, 
Year 1 and Year 6, in addition to maintaining our key worker provision.  

Recently, we have opened additional bubbles to enable some of our Year 2, 3, 4 
and 5 pupils to attend.  

Bubbles start the day at different times, stay in their classrooms at separate 
desks, have break and lunchtime separately from other bubbles, and go home 
at different times.  

It was wonderful to see some of our children back after such a long time and 
they seemed equally pleased to see us!  

Children are enjoying and beneÞting from being in small groups, working on the 
Chromebooks and laptops in the morning and then having craft and teamwork 
opportunities in the afternoon. 

The other side of our provision involves the online learning platform, Google 
Classroom. Fortunately, all of our staff had been trained in the use of this 
learning platform before we closed school.  

This has been an invaluable asset for us to ensure that our children can 
maintain their learning at home.  

It has also meant that we have been able to keep in regular contact with parents. 
This, in addition to telephone calls and Zoom meetings, has enabled our 
families to still feel a part of the LingÞeld team. 

We are keeping our Þngers crossed that we are all able to return fully in 
September.  
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Here’s some of the wonderful work our Year 4 children have been doing at 
home:
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Ling Þeld and Dormansland 
Community Centre: holding out for 
a fresh start in the autumn  

The Community Centre is, as I write, starting to take the Þrst, 
tentative steps towards reopening after our forced closure. The government has 
given a green light for community centres to open where it is safe to do so, and 
we are looking at what that will mean for us. 

The centre has been closed to the public since the middle of March and most of 
our staff have been placed on the furlough scheme. 

This scheme has saved us from complete Þnancial disaster at a time when, like 
many other bodies, our income has fallen very steeply through the closure of 
classes and the cancellation of events that would normally support us. 

We have also received two generous grants totalling £18,000 from the 
government’s Retail Hospitality and Leisure Grant scheme and the Surrey 
County Council VCSF Hardship Fund, and our thanks go to Lesley Steeds for 
her help with the latter donation. This addition to our reserves means that we 
can plan to continue in operation into the autumn and New Year, by which time 
we must hope the worst of the crisis will be behind us and activities (and 
revenue) will have resumed. 

At present, Little Chums nursery has reopened, with close attention to hygiene 
and safety of both children and staff, and the chiropodist service has restarted 
for essential patients.  

We’re looking at what will be required as other users return and are in 
discussion with our community of users about their plans. There will be a need 
for comprehensive risk assessments to be prepared for each user. We cannot, 
at present, contemplate large scale or crowded events. 

Our manager, Claire Thomas, is returning to work on a part-time basis. This is a 
welcome and necessary step on the road to normal operation. Claire will talk to 
individual users to establish how we can extend the range of permitted activities.  

When will we back operating at full scale? Your guess is as good as mine. We 
are working cautiously towards that goal but we will have to follow the advice 
and instructions from the government as we do so. I am conÞdent that, one day, 
we shall be able to welcome everybody back to the centre, to enjoy Þlms, plays, 
talks and the many other activities that our community centre can offer.

The latest national NHS inpatient survey shows 
that Queen Victoria Hospital (QVH) continues to 
achieve some of the best feedback from 
patients in the country.

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Ling Þeld Scrubs Þghting Covid-19 in own unique way 
Our small group, currently 13 women, based in and around 
LingÞeld/Dormansland, was originally started in response to a request from the 
original FTLOS (for the love of scrubs) for help to cut and sew scrubs, sanitary 
clothing worn by medical personnel. I joined the group early April after being 
referred from the FTLOS East Grinstead coordinator, and I think all of us in the 
group joined up because we wanted to do something for the community to try 
combat the Covid-19 outbreak, anyway we could. We have been making scrubs 
and wash bags, hats, ear savers, masks and mask wash bags.  

Not everyone has been sewing, some have been cutting, transporting or washing 
and ironing, with each person doing what they felt comfortable with, and making it 
an amazing team effort and everyone feeling good and proud about the work we 
are doing. We have been working closely with our sister groups and trying 
respond to ‘cries for help’ whenever we can. Initially we sewed mostly scrubs and 
scrub bags, providing scrubs for not only the Surgery in LingÞeld, scrubs for 
Pembury, St. Piers, Saint Barnabas and various other care homes; osteopaths, 
carers, nurses and anyone who needed them.  

By the beginning of July we have made about 850 items and there are another 
250 masks in the pipeline. At the end of June, 120 masks were delivered to The 
College of Saint Barnabas and 40 masks to LingÞeld Parish Council (Meals on 
Wheels), which were all very pleased to receive. We are preparing ourselves for a 
big inßux of requests, especially for masks. Stay safe everyone.

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SpitÞre ßypast recognises the proud QVH heritage 
The staff and patients at Queen Victoria Hospital were honoured to mark the 
75th anniversary of VE Day on Friday 8th May with a special SpitÞre ßypast. 

National paper the Daily Mail asked its readers to nominate an NHS hospital to 
be involved in an extraordinary opportunity to mark VE Day.  

They were inundated with suggestions for Queen Victoria Hospital, which 
formed one of 11 special locations across the UK to receive a sky-high visitor. 
The hospital has a proud heritage which includes the treatment and 
rehabilitation of injured WWII airmen 
under the guidance of pioneering plastic 
surgeon Archibald McIndoe and his 
team.  

As WWII progressed they treated a 
growing number of casualties with 
severe injuries which led to McIndoe 
looking at new ways to treat burns 
including use of saline to bathe them, 
and evolving plastic surgery techniques 
to become more effective in restoring 
wounded skin and tissue.  

Those who underwent two surgeries 
performed by McIndoe were eligible to 
join the Guinea Pig Club, so called 
because of the experimental techniques used to treat them, which was founded 
at the hospital in 1941. 

The SpitÞre ßypast was a Þtting tribute to McIndoe and his legacy of treating the 
whole person, both physically and psychologically, which lives on at Queen 
Victoria Hospital today.  

It continues to be known as a leading specialist centre for reconstructive 
surgery and rehabilitation, with national and international recognition for 
pioneering new and innovative treatments. 

Many of the hospital's staff and patients gathered at a social distance on the 
hospital’s front lawn to hear the roar of the SpitÞre's merlin engine and to cheer 
as it did a roll of honour over right over the top of the grounds. Staff and patients 
had made banners and bunting which were proudly displayed.  

People across East Grinstead also took to their gardens and streets to see the 
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plane which carried a special thank you NHS message on the underside of the 
fuselage. 

Steve Jenkin, Chief Executive of Queen Victoria Hospital, said: “We’re proud of 
our heritage and the life-changing support we continue to provide to our patients 
today, thanks to the dedication and commitment of all of our staff.”  

“Just as our hospital had a part to play during WWII, today we are again taking 
on an important role, this time by supporting patients with cancer as a surgical 
centre during Covid-19.” added Jenkin. “I’d like to thank the readers of the Daily 
Mail for this opportunity, and it’s a wonderful tribute to mark a very special 
hospital.” 

Lt Col Tania Cubison FRCS (Plast) of the Royal Army Medical Corp, who is also 
QVH’s Deputy Medical Director, said: “During WWII, Queen Victoria Hospital, 
under the guidance of Sir Archibald McIndoe, played a key role in providing 
treatment for badly burned airmen and laying the foundations for modern plastic 
surgery.”  

“His approach to treating patients holistically, looking at the whole person’s 
physical and mental wellbeing, is a legacy that lives on in our work at the 
hospital today,” she added.  

“We continue to pioneer techniques for the treatment of burns and soft tissue 
reconstruction, and strive to provide the best possible care for our patients." 

Queen Victoria Hospital is a specialist NHS hospital providing life-changing 
reconstructive surgery, burns care and rehabilitation services for people across 
the South of England.

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HomeFix: How we’re working differently since 
Covid-19 

After seven weeks at home learning new ‘life skills’, I’m back working and 
adapting to the so-called ‘new normal’. 

Now, after getting up and feeding myself and the dogs (we had new puppies 
during lockdown), I make my lunch (sadly, no more £3.00 Co-Op Meal Deals).  

I then prepare a ßask of coffee (I don’t accept drinks from customers, nor 
biscuits, should I ever be fortunate enough to be offered some) and grab a 
bottle of hand sanitiser before leaving. 

I’m a self-employed builder who usually works alone, so I don’t have to worry 
about passengers, and with much less trafÞc on the road it’s generally a stress-
free drive to work. After three months of not shaving or having a haircut, I arrive 
at a new job and meet the customer. I can see they’re wondering whether I’m 
the same guy who quoted for the job, or some random bloke who’s wandered 
off the street!  

With regards to the work I am only working on exterior jobs, or in rooms 
separated from the rest of the house, preferably with its own external access. 

Getting materials is not as easy as it was before lockdown. Most suppliers use 
click and collect or delivery, though some builders merchants have recently 
allowed normal visits, albeit with social distancing.  

The result is instead of just popping off to get materials everything has to be 
carefully planned, ordered and collected, which takes more time – the builder’s 
mortal enemy. And with factories closing down during the lockdown some 
materials are in short supply, the stand- out item being plaster.  

Bags of plaster are difÞcult to Þnd and should you be fortunate enough to come 
across some, you are limited to Þve per customer, which is only enough for a 
small room. Consequently, bags normally costing £8.00 have been advertised 
on eBay for £50.00 (a nice little price rise, and that doesn’t even include 
delivery!).  

We may never get back to the ‘old normal’ but if social distancing, hand washing 
and eating ham sandwiches Þve days-a-week helps us all get over this crisis, 
it’s a small price to pay.

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The roaring success of the Dormansland 
Diamonds, there for us when we needed it 

The deÞnition of roar is a loud, constant noise or sound: this sums up nicely the 
Dormansland Diamonds response to Covid-19. It wasn’t always perfect, it was 
certainly not a smooth ride, but this little village responded by roaring together.  

Up until March, Dormansland was probably only famous because Winston 
Churchill once lived here! But from the Þrst day that Covid-19 emerged as a 
threat, this village has punched way ahead of its weight in volunteer support 
and in the love and compassion that neighbours have displayed for each other.  

We will emerge from this stronger, and we’ve deÞnitely grown as a community. 
This crisis has shone a light on community, care and spirit, as well as 
highlighting some things which we now know are irrelevant. Over 140 
volunteers were mobilised and smashed through the barriers of queues and 
empty shelves; about 500 prescriptions have been collected; 430 shopping lists 
have been taken and used; and over 300 food boxes delivered. 

It’s hard to remember now what those early days were like – where people 
queued for food, shelves were empty in supermarkets, there was no loo roll, but 
the village stores and our post ofÞce stayed open. Our pubs were forced to 
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close for business, but that gave us space to store food, and a place for 
donations to be collected and distributed. It was out of this that the 
Dormansland Diamonds (or ‘DDs’) were born! 

When there was no food in the shops the DDs created a food supply chain by 
using The Plough’s premises and its fruit and veg supplier, with several 
residents putting up some working capital. The Old House at Home worked with 
us to show us how to measure and create a sustainable supply. We created a 
fruit and veg box, sold at cost but anyone buying one could make a donation to 
help feed someone else in the village.  

We had a phone line to ring in orders, a team of packers, a team of drivers to 
get the food out to those shielding, a team of people to supervise collections. 
We have turned over 1,600 boxes, raised £500 for emergency funding, and this 
has been used to feed families in need.  

We have been awarded grants to support our work from the East Grinstead 
Lions and the Rotary, the Stone Quarry Community Fridge, and Waitrose has 
given us food, proving the roar was big enough to be heard over the county line.  

When we decided to set up the Dormansland emergency food bank, donations 
ßooded in from many amazing residents. The DDs partnered with the Old 
House at Home, Potters Stores, and The Plough to receive donations, store, 
pack and deliver food around the village. 

When anxiety began to grow in the village, we created a knitting and crochet 
club to create a lasting memory for the village and to demonstrate that whilst we 
are apart, we are together. The village swapped materials, ran tutorials and 
those that were too young to knit made pompoms. We created a tree jumper 
and it has become the focus for many of us at this time. This stands tall and 
proud next to our ‘Tommy lest we forget’ memorial. 

The Dormansland Diamonds Sewing Group is a team of about 50 volunteers, 
involved in collecting materials, pattern cutters and sewing, started late April, 
following an urgent call for PPE for local hospitals, care homes, and other 
establishments. In a matter of a couple of days, we were up and running. It’s been 
a real team effort between Dormansland and LingÞeld, as both villages donated 
materials and started sewing excellent items, all made with love and care. 

We have a team that crochet the headbands, which are so important for anyone 
wearing a mask all day long. This team has literally created 100s of bands and 
sewn buttons on.  

We have covered a large area where vital PPE was needed, such as within the 
Children’s Ward at East Surrey hospital, care homes, community home nurses, 
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Young Epilepsy, Dame Vera Lynn charity, and the Horsham matters charity, as 
well as local shops and voluntary groups around Dormansland and LingÞeld. 
We will continue to make what is needed for residents that are now able to 
come out of their homes. 

To date, the group has made and delivered 2,389 items, from masks, 
headbands/ear savers, hospital scrubs, tops and trousers to scrub bags, aprons 
and hospital gowns. When the canopy over the farm shop ripped, the 
needlewomen stepped in and mended this as well!  

This is only the start for the sewing group, as we will carry on making lots of 
different things to help raise money for different charities. So, please keep an 
eye out for new ranges. 

A self-employed photographer created a record of the time in isolation as a 
village, for charity. We also matched local village tradespeople with someone 
who has suffered a mechanical breakdown, such as a washing machine, boilers, 
plumbing, electrical items failures, with a minimum call out fee charged. 

Another volunteer created a fund, and our communications team ran our 
Facebook page. Those shielding have cooked and made cakes, and if they had 
supermarket order slots they bought things other villagers needed. The DDs 
have donated time, energy and money, showing kindness and compassion to 
each other.  

What’s next? Well, the roar is not going to go away anytime soon. The majority 
of people who answered a Facebook poll said that their experience over the last 
twelve weeks had been positive and almost the same number voted that they 
would volunteer again.  

When asked what had been important to them, the most voted for option was 
meeting new people. New friendships have been formed and many in the 
village have woken up to the amazing potential this village has.  

We would love a farmers market and also a table top sale a couple of times a 
month, to continue to bring us together. We also want to be better prepared, 
should there be a second wave of Covid-19, or some other disaster. Our efforts 
won us Claire Coutinho’s (our MP) the gold certiÞcate for community.  

Winston Churchill, perhaps our most famous resident would be proud, once 
said: “I never worry about action, but only inaction.”  

Shhhuushh… can you hear that… that’s the sound of a roar.

Our two book groups have continued to meet via Zoom and our walking group, 
the YWI Soul Sisters, has started meeting again observing allowable group 
sizes and social distancing of course. 

We’re very proud that two of our ladies have been key members of the 
Dormansland Diamonds community care group. Ali has coordinated an effort to 
provide PPE to local charities, care homes, etc. Over 2,400 lovingly hand-made 
items have been distributed to date (beginning July). Lisa has coordinated 
shopping for shielding families and food help where needed. Well done and 
huge thanks to both these ladies!  

Also, members Lynnette and Lizzie were instrumental in the yarnbombing on 
the green at the end of Newhache. All fabulous work, and has helped bring our 
community together at this difÞcult, totally unprecedented, time.
